Following are a 
listing of music groups that are seeking new members.  Now is the time to sign up to join one of our musical 
groups for the 2006-2007 season.

Little Angels Choir 
The Little Angels Choir is open to all St. Ann Parish children in grades K-4.  The Little Angels practice 
Wednesdays from 5:00-6:00pm, sing preludes to 9:30 Mass once a month from September through early June 
and perform at charity events around Holidays.     

Youth Choir 
The Youth Choir is open to all St. Ann Parish youth in grades 5-12.  The Youth Choir practices Wednesdays 
from 5:00-6:30pm, sings at 9:30am masses twice a month from September through early June and sings for 
Holiday masses, special events and concerts.   

Adult Choir 
The Adult Choir is open to adults of varying musical ability. The Adult Choir practices Wednesdays from 7:30-
9:15pm, sings at the 11:00am mass from September through June and sings for Holiday masses, special events 
and concerts.      

Youth Band 
The Youth Band is open to musicians in junior high and high school who are comfortable with a beginning level 
of music note reading.  The Youth Band plays for a variety of masses throughout the year (usually 9:30am), and 
practices are held before the masses they play at.   

12:30 Mass Band 
The 12:30 Mass Band accepts musicians of varying talent, providing the ability to read music.  The band 
practices every week before mass (from 12:00-12:30pm) and once a month after 12:30 mass.   

Sunrise Choir 
The Sunrise Choir helps lead sung worship at the 7:30am mass.  Members sit together in the choir area of the 
church.  No rehearsals are required of members; just come join and sing! 

Resurrection Choir 
The Resurrection Choir provides quality music for every Mass of Christian Burial at the Church of Saint Ann.  
The choir does not hold special rehearsals.  Any singer willing to participate is encouraged to join!   

Taizé Prayer Group 
Taizé Prayer is a meditative form of worship consisting of simple songs and scripture readings.  Taizé Prayer 
takes place every Friday during Lent at 8:00pm and every first Friday of the month at 7:30pm.  Singers and 
instrumentalists are encouraged to help lead these special liturgies.  People interested in decorating/creating 
liturgical environments are also encouraged to volunteer their talents to create the Taizé prayer environment. 

Instrumentalists for Special Occasions 
Instrumentalists (strings, woodwinds, percussion, brass, guitar, etc.) of varying musical ability are needed to 
provide special music for regular weekend masses and Holiday masses.  Instrumentalists of any kind and ability 
are encouraged to offer their talents to help enhance our liturgies. 

Cantors 
St. Ann Cantors are an exceptional group of singers who volunteer their gifts to proclaim the Word of God 
through song.  Singers who wish to participate in this ministry should contact Eleanor Kiel for an audition. 

Accompanists (Organists / Pianists) 
Our accompanists help support liturgical singing at all Masses.  Organists and/or Pianists who wish to 
participate in this ministry should contact Eleanor Kiel for an audition.
