Congress Extends IRA
Rollover Opportunity

As a part of the $700 billion Financial Rescue Plan signed
by President Bush on October 3, 2008, Congress ex-
tended the opportunity for donors over age 70 1/2 to make
a tax free transfer from IRA accounts to qualified charita-
ble organizations until December 31, 2009.

The most important provisions in the bill include:

e The gift must be transferred directly from the IRA
manager to the charitable organization.

The donor must be at least 70 1/2 years old.

The contribution must be an outright gift.

There is a $100,000 annual limit on the IRA.
Distributions from 401 (k) and 403 (b) accounts or
other employer-sponsored retirement plans do not
qualify

TYPES OF GIFTS TO THE

A Gift of Cash, most often in the form of a personal check,
payable to The Church of Saint Ann.

A Gift of Stock may be transferred to The Church of Saint
Ann, avoiding any capital gains tax.

A Gift of Life Insurance: When The Church of Saint Ann
is named as the owner and beneficiary of a life insurance
policy, the policy premiums become eligible as a tax de-
ductible gift.

A Charitable Remainder Trust: If you are interested in explor-
ing gift opportunities, please contact The Church of Saint Ann
parish office.

A Bequest to The Church of Saint Ann: This is how you
might include The Church of Saint Ann in your will:

Luke 2:1 - 14
In those days a decree went out from Caesar Augustus
that the whole world should be enrolled. This was the first
enrollment, when Quirinius was governor of Syria. So all
went to be enrolled, each to his own town. And Joseph too
went up from Galilee from the town of Nazareth to Judea,
to the city of David that is called Bethlehem, because he
was of the house and family of David, to be enrolled with
Mary, his betrothed, who was with child. While they were
there, the time came for her to have her child, and she
gave birth to her firstborn son. She wrapped him in swad-
dling clothes and laid him in a manger, because there was
no room for them in the inn. Now there were shepherds in
that region living in the fields and keeping the night watch
over their flock. The angel of the Lord appeared to them
and the glory of the Lord shone around them, and they
were struck with great fear. The angel said to them, “Do
not be afraid; for behold, | proclaim to you good news of
great joy that will be for all the people. For today in the city
of David a savior has been born for you who is Christ and
Lord. And this will be a sign for you: you will find an infant
wrapped in swaddling clothes and lying in a manger.” And
suddenly there was a multitude of the heavenly host with
the angel, praising God and saying: “Glory to God in the
highest and on earth peace to those on whom his favor
rests.”
